THE POSITION
This position is responsible for managing and closing complex conservation real estate transactions that protect Marin County agricultural land for agricultural use, including agricultural conservation easements. 
Working under the direction of the Director of Conservation, this position helps to implement MALT’s real estate acquisition transactions and acts as a liaison between MALT’s acquisition team, agricultural property owners, and funding partners. This individual is a member of MALT’s Conservation Team. 
ABOUT YOU
You are passionate about land conservation and have experience negotiating and closing complex conservation real estate transactions and obtaining and managing federal, state and local conservation easement grants or comparable education and experience to accomplish the key functions. You are familiar with California agriculture, rangeland management, agricultural land access and other agricultural conservation issues.

Additionally, you will have:
· Knowledge of California real estate, land use and conservation law, and current real estate tools used in agricultural conservation. Legal experience is a plus.

· Familiarity with California agriculture, rangeland management, agricultural land access and other agricultural conservation issues.

· Outstanding project management and analytical skills with the ability to work. independently on multiple complex projects.

· Ability to work collaboratively to build MALT’s relationships with Marin’s agricultural community and MALT’s broad constituency.

KEY RESPONSIBILITIES
Real Estate Acquisitions 
· Develop, manage and close MALT’s real estate transactions with responsibility to work with the Director of Conservation and Conservation Team to:
· Manage landowner inquiries and applications.

· Evaluate whether potential real estate transactions met MALT’s selection criteria, comply with MALT’s acquisition policy, and advance MALT’s strategic goals.
· Identify and secure federal, state, and local funding for conservation acquisition projects. 
· Complete project due diligence, including review of preliminary title reports, environmental assessments, and appraisals.  
· Draft conservation real estate documents, including conservation easements, for review by legal counsel
· Coordinate the escrow and closing of real estate transactions. 

· Ensure that all real estate transactions comply with MALT policies, grant funder requirements, and the Land Trust Alliance Standards and Practices.

· Prepare and make presentations to the MALT Stewardship Committee and Board of Directors.
· Oversee post-closing records management pursuant to MALT’s record management policies and procedures.
· Assist the Conservation Team with inquires regarding closed real estate transactions, including permitted use requests and easement compliance issues.
Community Outreach and Engagement
· Respond to and document inquiries from the public, partners and landowners regarding MALT’s real estate acquisition program.
· Advise agricultural landowners about MALT’s agricultural conservation tools and stewardship programs. 
· Work with MALT’s Advancement Team to produce communications and events about MALT’s real estate acquisition work. 
· Represent MALT through speaking engagements and presentations (e.g. LTA Rally, CCLT conferences, MALT events, etc.) 
Administrative and Strategic Initiatives 
· Participate in Conservation Team meetings, staff meetings and regular meetings with the Director of Conservation and Conservation Teams.
· Assist the Director of Conservation and Conservation Team in developing and implementing the real estate acquisition portion of MALT’s annual operating plan and budget. 

· Under the direction of the Director of Conservation, work with the Conservation Team to implement the strategic initiatives identified in MALT’s strategic and annual operating plans. 
TERMS
This is a full-time exempt position that will require some presence in MALT’s office in Point Reyes Station, the West Marin community and some in-person collaboration with stakeholder groups including agriculturalists, partners, and community members.
